My elder brother was rewarded
by Maula as a teacher as soon as he gained consciousness in the real world.
Whatever [ am today is because of my elder brother Syed Masood Raza
Zaidi. He kept all the brothers and all the cousins together and to this day
we all continue to recite soz khani and recite together. Inshallah, this chain
of life will end as soon as the candle of life is extinguished. I got my primary
education from Ranipur and moved to Karachi in 1988 to pursue further
studies in college and mechanical Engineering. I did my MA from Shah
Abdul Latif University, Khairpur. After immigrating to Canada in 2005, I
settled in Toronto, Canada. Maula has given me two sons, Syed Ali Akbar
Raza Zaidi and Syed Ali Asghar Raza Zaidi. Life is going on happily with
my wife and I am grateful to God. Mashallah my wife is Syeda Rumi Zahra
Zaidi. The real purpose of my life is the remembrance of Muhammad and
the family of Muhammad S.A.W.

MY FIRST MEETING
WITH HUSSAINI SAHIB

Asalamualaikum Momineen,

As Allah S.W.T has sent down his Prophets for guidance for the people and
continued this for all time, He made sure that no one human being may be
able to say on the day of resurrection that the guidance hadn’t reached me.
When this message passed down to the last Prophet, the King of Proph-

ets, Muhammad S.A.W, the Arab people and their lands were filled with
ignorance. Except for some of the pious people who were far away from this
ignorance and were strictly on the wisdom of God, and the believers were
related to the family of Hashim. God has given us the last Prophet for guid-
ance. The Prophet S.A.W was sent down in the family of Bani Hashim, so
that the believers may support and protect the messenger of God, which was
a special arrangement from God because ignorance and jahiliya had reached
its extreme limits.

Because the society had reached extreme ignorance, if the Prophet S.A.W
had announced his prophethood earlier, the fear was due to the savage so-
ciety and ignorance at the time and that they would bring him harm before
he can grow the message of Islam. Due to the maslahayth of the Lord Allah
S.W,T, the announcement of Prophethood was kept confidential for forty

Because Hazrat Abu Talib A.S was always a block to their negative inten-
tions, the Quraysh became his enemy and subsequently the enemy of his
family until the day he died. After his death, his son the chosen one, the
tiger of God was to be the Imam by the Prophet S.A.W and he took over
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that responsibility. Imam Ali A.S needs no introduction because his merits
are unlimited, but his first responsibility was to protect the Prophet and he
took that responsibility on as perfect as his father Hazrat Abu Talib did at
every point in time and during any tribulations the Prophet faced. Imam Ali
spoiled the plot of the Quraysh each time; he was the victor and successful
in every war and many of the enemies were killed by the hands of Mola Ali
A.S. As aresult, utter hatred resided in their hearts for Imam Ali A.S and
even when they came to Islam leaving their pagan rituals, the hypocrites still
kept the hate luring in their hearts for him. The last war waged on Imam
Ali A.S was on the 19th of Ramadhan of 40th Hijri. Ibnay Muljim struck the
poison dipped sword on the head of Imam Ali A.S during his prayers which
injured him and subsequently, 2 days later, on the 21st of Ramadhan, he left
this world.

Even after this tyrannical episode, the hypocrites” hearts were not content
and they continued to try to blow out the candle of the Imamath until they
reached to the time of Kerbala and waged their hate on the son of Imam
Ali A.S., Imam Hussain A.S, at an extreme level and killed him and tried

to quench their own thirst of hate with this action that was lighting in their
hearts like a flame of fire for the hate of Imam Ali A.S. This flame will stay
lit in their hearts and will be evident on the day of Judgement. Due to this
hate of Imam Ali A.S, the hypocites never truly embraced the real Islam and
consequently created a new Islam that was created in Saqeefa (Secret Meet-
ing) where this Islam mocked the real Islam in open forum through their
new movement.

Azadari
which started through Bibi Zainab S.A and Imam Sajjad A.S and Inshallah
will remain alive until the day of judgement and their Shia will continue

to lay out the event of their remembrance in every state and situation, in
every part of the world. In 2005, my dear friend Syed Aziz Zaidi told me
that we need to go to Hussaini Sahib’s house and you have to recite a noha
(lamentation) there. I immediately accepted and then continued on route
to Babul Hawaij Qadeemi Imambargha in Scarborough. On my journey,
Mr. Zaidi told me that this is the first Imam Bargha in Canada and Hussaini
Sahib has created his home into an Imam Bargha and has spent his life in
the name of azadari for ever. As soon as I heard this, I was flabbergasted and
my gratitude for this great azadar was unfathomed and my heart melted for
such a noble person and cause. When I reached to the Imam Bargha, which

was made in the bottom of the house (Basement) I took my first step in and
I felt immediate sadness, sorrow, and an extreme heart wrenching feeling.
After reciting the Salam and Noha, Hussaini Sahib came over and hugged
me and kissed me and with a prayer said, “ Son, now you should continue to
keep coming here”. After this meeting my relationship with Hussaini Sahib
increased and he started loving me like a son. I realized he is the epitome of
being an admirable and noble gentlemen, and a true azadar. I continued to
visit him and he introduced me to his family members of who I wish to talk
about in my next series of articles.

Syeda Shamshad Fatima who is the wife of Hussaini Sahib who Mashallah he
has left behind is an amazing azadar herself. The couple had a great love for
each other and were always together in everything they did. Shamshad Fati-
ma always stayed shoulder to shoulder with Hussaini Sahib and always sup-
ported him in his efforts of azadari and she also gave me many duas and said
I would also like you to continue to come here and continue to recite nohas.
After this meeting, my relationship with them and their family became like
my own family relation with all of them and it continues today. After my
meeting I went into a smaller room which was dressed with Thabarukat and
had two entrances one for the ladies and one for the men. Iimmediately

felt such a huge presence in that room and it felt to me as there is some sort
of energy in that room or a being that I can feel but can't see. I felt such an
amazing sense of peace in the azakhana and continued to sit there for a long
period of time. While sitting there, I noted it was dressed with old relics, I
also noticed a small azakhana in that room the size of a box which I found
out was made with Hussaini Sahib’s own hands when he came to Canada
because he didn’t have the relics here when he came, so he built that so there
would be some sort of relic to commemorate the majalis in Muharram. The
state of this azakhana was simplicity but filled with anguish, and mourning
in this place only lead me to the conclusion of what the real intensions of
Hussaini Sahib’s message was. After this, I continued to come and go but
because of my living distance to the azakhana I couldn’t go regularly. But
when I did get an opportunity I would go and recite noha. This is Canada’s
first Azakhana where the first Ashra was ever conducted. While seeing all
these things, you people can conclude that Hussaini Sahib was given such a
big task by Mola himself to do and it is very difficult for me to make all of his
contributions and favours and his life into one article. Due to the fact that
this article will become very long, I have decided to set up a series of chroni-
cles that I will be releasing.

AN INTRODUCTION TO THE
IMAM BARGHA AND WITNESS
OF A MIRACLE

Asalamualaikum Momineen.

As I sought out on this journey to write about such a person, I feel that I am
not qualified to speak about a remarkable topic and feel I might not even do
justice to the person I am talking about because how big this person is and
how small I am in the grand scheme of things. I want to remind the readers
that even if I tried to write about such a person, I will not do justice to who
he was and might fall short of describing him as a person. I am trying to
convey my love with some broken words that I am scrounging up to be able
to describe my feelings and Allah S.W.T knows all the intentions of man.

I am trying to write something about Hussaini Sahib’s life and will make
an attempt again but I might not be successful in achieving that in today’s
discussion. Yesterday in my article my writing was about my meeting with
Hussaini Sahib and my first visitation to the Qadeemi Imambargha.

When I started to come and go from the Imambargha, my relationship
deepened with Hussaini Sahib. The emergence of renowned noha khwans
and Marsiya khwans started from this Imambargha and their recitations
continued to become world renowned and they too deepened in their con-
tributions. Marhum Sachey Sahib recited in this Imambargha and created a
new image of matamdari in this part of the world. Janab Samin Jafri, Sultan
Bahadur, Shamim Abbas, Mazhar Abbas, Amjad Ali Butt recited Nohas,
Salaam, Marsiya, and Majalis in this Imambargha and they continued to
offer their recitations. Along with this mission, in parallel, a new emergence
of generation came into existence who also witnessed this azadari and they
too today have moved forward in continuing to carry out the same work.
All this credit is deserving to go to Hussaini Sahib. This Imambargha pro-
duced and introduced the best poets in which at the top of the list are Janaab
Akhtar Asif Zaidi and Janaab Abid Jafri.

Hussaini Sahib’s whole family including his wife, daughters, and sons namely
Igbal and Assad are his even share and are the right and left arms of Hus-
saini Sahib and now Igbal has fully taken care of this azadari and is main-
taining its mission.
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If we look at the son-in-law of Hussaini Sahib, Dr. Yaseen Moosvi, he is a
great zakir and when he recites the entire hall is full of slogans in honouring
Imam Ali through Naray Hayderi.

The Brother-in-law of Hussaini Sahib, Janaab Akhtar Asif Zaidi, whom I love
personally is amongst the best poets and is counted in the best poets of the
world. His recent publications include a book of marsiyas called Mathayai
Hayaat and Islam Mangqabath aur Risayee kalam ka Majmua Thowfeeqath
have come out. He is also a great poet, a person with great ageeda but also a
great azadar.

Another brother-in-Law Mehmood Sahab, also runs an annual shab-e-
dari which is very famous in North America. He is also a great azadar. The
purpose of telling you all this is that this household is a greatly recognized
one. Iwill do a complete introduction of Hussaini Sahib in my next article
preferably tomorrow.

Due to the warm love of Hussaini Sahib and devotion to azadari this Imam-
bargha has received this honour from Mola himself. In 2009 on the 8th Mu-
harram a Momin brother had a vision and noted the icon of a zuljanah rider
in the azakhana ride out and go back inside which he had not expressed to
anyone on that day. But after three days on 11th Muharram, a momina sister
saw a face appear on a few of the alams. This 11th day of Muharram, a ma-
jalis is done at the Imambargha and is held in the name of Bibi Zainab and is
titled Youm e Zainab and it continues until today. I was also a participant on
this day and Asif Sahib called me to recite that day. I came, recited, and left.
There was a lot of weeping in this assembly that day. A of couple days later I
received a call from Hussaini Sahib and Shamshad Fatima and they said are
you not coming today? I said “why I thought there is no majlis today”. They
said no come as soon as possible there has been a miracle in the azakhana
and there are 4 alams that have faces emerged on them and are very evident.
They said in such a desperate manner that “son, we have told people and
they are not coming but please come and recite lamentations® At the time I
was present in Babul Hawaij Imambargha in Mississauga and was with Ali
Abbas and his matamdari crew and immediately told them all to accompany
me to go to Babul Hawaij Qadeemi Imambargha in Scarborough. We came
to the azakhana and witnessed the miracle ourselves, We recited lamenta-
tions and mourned. It became our routine from that day on. We went there,
read Lamentations and would do ziyarath of the miracles for a continued
month. Perhaps it was the blessing of these miracles that Ali Abbas became
the son-in-law of this family by marrying the niece of Hussaini Sahib. Ali
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Abbas, who if I talk about his merit I would be doing a disservice to because
he is a great azadar, matamdar and a great person. Ali Abbas is the son-
in-law of Janab Akhtar Asif Zaidi. If you note all the relationships I talked
about you will observe that Mola has blessed this family with such pearls of
our community and linked to this family. I forgot to mention one thing ear-
lier in this topic that on the day of Ashura during fagha shikani, a believer
brother saw a person in the war dress walk by and enter the azakhana and
disappear. Myself and Ali Abbas used to go there almost everyday and both
Hussaini Sahib and Shamshad Fatima used to manage niaz for us everyday,
sometimes on weekends also, other believers also came to visit with me.
They too are also witnesses of these miracles.

One day I witnessed myself one of the faces on the alams shed tears and I
have not forgotten that image until today. A very lucky family I would say
that mawla himself became the guest of this azakhana. This miracle indi-
cates how much mawla himself loves Hussaini Sahib. I tried but I could not
even begin to introduce Hussaini Sahib even today in this article. If God
wills, T will present the family introduction of Hussaini sahib tomorrow.

BRIEF HISTORY OF THE AZADARI
AND INTRODUCTION TO HUSSAINI
SAHIB'S ELDER BROTHER

Asalamualaikum Momineen.

When the idea came to my mind to write about the late Hussaini Sahib, I
had no idea that I would get such wonderful information, that writing all
this would be a source of satisfaction for me and a source of pride and hap-
piness for me. I don't know where to start, but 'm determined to get all the
information in this article, albeit randomly. If there is any information left, I
can add it later. My writing has taken two directions, one is the history of the
Qadeemi Imambargha and the other is the personal life of Hussaini Sahib. It
may perhaps become a larger article and subsequently lead to more articles
but once everything is written down, it will become a historical document.

In the previous article, I mentioned to you about the qadeemi relics at

the Imambargha but I forgot to mention the historical significance of

these blessings. I would like to mention it briefly though. These alams, the
banners, and other blessed plaques and relics of nisbat and other blessings
which are adorned in the Aza Khana were brought to Pakistan by Hussaini
Sahib’s Mother and Aunt from India. Surprisingly, with amazement, Hus-
saini Sahib’s mother and aunt crafted, sequenced and sewed all the alam ban-
ners, the thabooth, and other relics, and all this with their own hands. Think
of how elevated of mourners they were that have passed away, how they
used to dedicate their lives for the love of Ahlul Bayt for the promotion of
this mourning and to express their invaluable love by making the azakhana
beautified with their own hands. As long as this familial azadari will remain,
until then the azakhana will continue to be to decorated and as long as this
family mourning lasts, the thaboots will be adorned, and Hussaini Sahib’s
mother and aunt will be rewarded with the thawab of their hard work. It is
such an honor that Maula himself has created an intercession of his ziyarat
through the making of these relics with the hands of Hussaini Sahibs moth-
er’s and aunt’s hand-made blessings.

This makes it very clear that wherever there is sincere love and devotion, that

Maula himself makes his presence. This is a great honor for this Aza Khana
that Maula appeared in this shrine as a miracle. This Aza Khana came into
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existence in 1977 and then a series of regular mourning began in the form
of regular programs. I will continue to write about Hussaini Sahib later but
at the same time if I do not mention his elder brother then I will not be able
to do justice with this article. The elder brother’s name is Mr. Qasim Hasan.
Mashaallah he is alive. Qasim Hasan came to Canada in 1970, two years
before Hussaini Sahib. They lived in an apartment building in Scarborough.
When Hussaini Sahib came to Canada in 1972, the two brothers held majalis
together in the hall of the apartment building and the nearby recreation
centers. You can see how much this whole family loves azadari. Qasim
Hasan Sahib has always been by the side of Hussaini Sahib and as the elder
brother, has supported the courage of Hussaini Sahib and been a source of
encouragement for Hussaini Sahib in every possible way is in front of the
whole of Toronto community. He has never shown himself to be superior to
his younger brother. He always supported his younger brother’s initiatives.

I salute Qasim Hasan Sahib for his insight. This nobility proves him to be

a noble family member. After the death of Hussaini Sahib, Qasim Hasan,

is the eldest male member of the family, and will act as guardian of the
upcoming azadari and a senior member to consult with. Mashaallah Qasim
Hasan Sahib’s entire family also participates in this azadari along with Qasim
Hasan Sahib. All this is the result of Qasim Hasan’s excellent training. Qasim
Hasan’s wife Amtul Hasan is also a great azadar. The result of their training is
that in this Western, free environment, their descendants are associated with
the remembrance of Muhammad and the family of Muhammad A.S. Qasim
Hasan has four children. The eldest daughter’s name is Naheed Rizvi. Her
husband’s name is Qamar Rizvi and he is also the eldest son-in-law of the
family. He himself is a Zakir-e- Hussain who recites Salam and Soz. After the
eldest daughter, Mashaallah Allah blessed Qasim Hasan with three children.
The eldest son is named Kashif Hasan, the middle son is named Ahmer
Hasan and the youngest son is named Atif Hasan. Atif and Kashif have also
been reciting nohas with Hussaini sahibs son Igbal from a young age.

The purpose of giving all this information is to show how Hussaini Sahib’s
family is connected to each other and attend the majalis and how all of them
are holding the flag of Ghazi Abbas in this free Western environment and
now, God willing, the third generation is growing up and will surely follow
in the footsteps of their elders and continue azadari. Amen.

On a side note, this Qadeemi Imam Bargha also has the honor of seeing
three generations in this Imam Bargha with zanjeer zanee. Syed Abul Qasim
Zaidi Ibn Syed Asghar Hussain Zaidi, father of Ahl-e-Bayt poet Akhtar Asif
Zaidi, second generation Akhtar Asif Zaidi himself and both sons of third
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generation Asif Sahib, Taha Zaidi and Zohair Zaidi have been blessed to
mourn in this Imam Bargha. Videos of these zanjeer zanee are also safe with
Asif Sahib and Zaheer Bhai. The purpose of giving all this information is to
show how the seeds planted by Hussaini Sahib have strengthened their roots.
This is not enough for me to cover the services of Hussaini Sahib that he has
offered. If the 45 year history of this Imam Bargha is being written, then it is
my duty to provide as much information as possible to you momineen. I do
not know how many more days I will need to take to document this histori-
cal information but I am in pursuit to get this completed.

HISTORY OF THE AZA KHANA

Asalamualaikum,

Mashallah, this is the fourth article that I am presenting today in the service
of the momineen. If the words from the previous writings are not properly
reflected, then that is due to my short comings, but it is my obligation. If a
new person becomes a guest of these writings and picks up this information
at this point, it will be easier for him to know what is going on.

In the previous article, we finished our talks about matam and zanjeer zanee.
This Qadeemi Imambargha kept all the values of azadari alive and passed

on the traditions and style of azadari and etiquettes to its new generation.
This Imambargha has played a very important role in the character and
upbringing of the new generation of azadars. The traditional form of azadari
has been preserved for centuries to come and all this credit goes to Hussaini
sahib. The way Hussaini sahib planted the roots of azadari in Canada will
continue in the history of Canada as long as azadari continues. Whenever
the question arises as to who started the regular azadari here, the name of
Hussaini Sahib will undoubtedly come to everyone’s lips and mind.

I have already previously mentioned that Hussaini sahib came to Canada in
1972. He must have been in his mid 20s at the time. In 1977, at the bottom
basement of the present house, which is on Midland Ave in Scarborough,
Hussaini bhai decorated an aza khana and or ashoor khana in the house.
Hussaini Sahib and his family refer to the aza khana as ashoor khana also.
Because in some parts of India the aza khana is called ashoor khana. When
this Qadeemi Imambargha was built, there were only a few families includ-
ing the four families of Hussaini Sahib’s brother and sisters. Majalis began
with these few families. All the members of the family used to hold majalis
together. Sometimes men would recite nohas, then women would respond
and sometimes women would recite nohas, then men would respond and
do matam. Thus began the process of azadari in this order. When I visited
this Imambargha in 2005, I noticed them keeping the old traditions, when
the coffin (thaboot) went to the ladies section, the women recited their
traditional old lament (noha) on the coffin. And the men on the other side
of the curtain mourned with matam. Gradually, imambarghas started to get
established in Toronto. Today, there are approximately 13 imambarghas in
almost the entire GTA. As the number of momineen increased day by day,
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so did the number of Imambarghas. Now there are processions (Juloos) on
Ashoor and Chehlum taken out in Toronto every year and many momineen
are in attendance to give our awaited Imam in occulation condolences .
Several momineen eventually separated from this bargha and started other
centres and this act never phased Hussaini Sahib nor put a sweat on his fore-
head, in fact he would be very happy that azadari is increasing. Very famous
Khatibs have seen the essence of their oratory in this azakhana and some of
the scholars started their experiences of delivering sermons from this Imam
Bargha. Let me mention some of the great personalities and their names
here so that they too can be recorded in the history of this Imambargha.
They are as follows:

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In addition, almost all of Toronto’s local Zakirs addressed and recited in this
azakhana. Among the noha reciters, Izzat-ul-Zaman Izzat (Anjuman-e-Zaf-
ar-ul-Iman), Janaab Afaq Hussain (Anjuman-e-Muhammadi Qadeem), and
Ali Muhammad Rizvi Sachey Bhai (Anjuman-e-Zulfiqar Haidari). Sachey
Bhai first visited Canada in 1985 and again in 1988. The first time Qasim
Hasan Sahib arranged for Sachey Bhai to stay with him and the second time
Qasim Hussaini Sahib arranged his stay in which he stayed until 1991 before
moving to the U.S. In 1988, Sada Rahay Ga Hussain Ka Gham and Uncha
Rahay Apna Alam were recited by Sachey sahib in the first Ashura Proces-
sion in Toronto. Truly, it was a sad but joyous scene for the momineen of
that time to have heard Uncha Rahay Apna Alam read aloud in the heart of
Toronto. Hussaini Sahib will continue to be rewarded for the growing aza-
dari in Toronto and for strengthening its roots like a tense tree. This noble
person has so many services that he has contributed that merely prove to be
endless. I too have also left this boat of this writing in an open sea of love
and will see when it reaches its shore.

THE FAMILY INTRODUCTION
AND IT’'S ROOTS

Aslamualaikum Momineen

There are many aspects of Hussaini Sahibss life, if I sit down to write them,

it may become a pile of limitless writings. I don’t know what special con-
nection he had with Mawla that so many miracles have taken place in this
Imambargha and I can’t write everything down. Essentially Hussaini Sahib
was a Hussaini, and a martyr is always considered alive. Going forward,

not only physically but also spiritually, he will join us in this continuous
Azadari (mourning). Hussaini Sahib’s full name was Qasim Hussain Khan.
His family calling name was Hussaini and he is known all over the world by
that name. The title of Khan was given to his forefathers by King in India
during the early days. Hussaini Sahib belonged to a Nawab (Raja) family.
His great-grandfathers up to his father were Raja Bhuttwa Moue State. This
is a state located in India. His grandfather and father left this estate and came
to Lucknow. They settled at Qaisar Bagh House in Lucknow. Qaisar Bagh
House is one of the famous buildings of Lucknow. Two books have been
written on the history of Hussaini Sahib’s family. These books mention his
ancestors. A book has been published which is still available in libraries in
England and India. The name of this book is “Awad Kay Phool” (Flowers of
Avadh). The book mentions his ancestors’ war with the British. The second
book is his family book, which Igbal Hussain has in Canada. The translation
of this book is still pending. The name of this book is “Asaar e Yadghar”
(Memories of Monuments). This book was written by Hussaini Sahib’s
grandfather in 1901. Hussaini Sahib’s father completed the book in 1970.
This book contains the history of the family and how their ancestors came to
India from the Middle East and then to Pakistan. The book also contains a
family tree. Hussaini Sahib had a passion for mourning since his childhood
and was keen to participate in mourning activities. He used to express his
love for his Maula by making the blessings of the shrine with his own hands.
As a child, he built a mini azakhana with his own hands, and when he came
to Canada, he built a small cardboard azakhana and made alams out of silver
foil paper. It is a type of glossy paper. This hand-made mausoleum is still
kept in the azakhana for ziyarat. Hussaini Sahib had six sisters and one elder
brother Qasim Hasan. The elder brother has been mentioned in the pre-
vious article. Hussaini Sahib was born in 1945 in Lucknow, India. He died
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on 12 Safar 1441, 11 October 2019 in Toronto, Canada. The family azadari
was something that took place in Lucknow. His family was very famous in
Lucknow for their generosity. After the partition of India, the situation in
India had deteriorated considerably. Due to this the family came to Paki-
stan in 1960. Hussaini Sahib’s mother, father and other members of Sahib’s
family had come to Pakistan first. The elders had left Hussaini Sahib in India
with one sister, aunt and other family members so that when these people
came to Pakistan, a man from the home would be with them. A year later,

in 1961, he came to Pakistan with his sister, aunt and other family members.
After migrating from India, the family settled near Karachi Osmania Colony
Rizvia Imam Bargha and bought a home which is called Ali Mansion. His
father and himself bought industrial plots and many other properties in
Pakistan that provided for the family. His mother and elder sister founded

a school called Bano School Society. In which tuition was given to boys and
girls, this school is still run by the government. The school was taken over
by the government after immigrating to Canada. Hussaini Sahib moved to
Canada in 1972 while studying at Karachi University. He graduated from
George Brown College with a diploma in Machine Engineering, as well as an
NC programmer Diploma. Mr. Hussaini Sahib then moved to Alberta for a
year and worked as an inspector in Transport Canada. He then returned to
Toronto and worked as an NC programmer for three years. Meanwhile, Hus-
saini Sahibs father’s health deteriorated in Pakistan. At that time Hussaini
Sahib had a sister in Canada with Hussaini Sahib and two sisters were in En-
gland and three sisters were in Pakistan. At the end of 1976, Hussaini came
to Pakistan with his father. Hussaini Sahib got married at the request of his
father. Sahib Hussaini was married to Syeda Shamshad Fatima in 1973 by
telephone from India. on the orders of his father, Hussaini Sahib arrange to
have Syeda Shamshad Fatima come from India to Pakistan. After the leave,
Hussaini Sahib’s father was hospitalized. At the same time, the political situa-
tion in the country deteriorated. The MRD movement began. The market for
murder and looting was hot. Hussaini Sahib’s entire family had sought refuge
in the hospital while caring for their father. The day they arrived at the
hospital, they were heartbroken to see the number of corpses. Seeing these
circumstances, Hussaini Sahib decided that the whole family should migrate
to Canada. In this short period of time, this family faced two migrations. Af-
ter the death of his father and his father’s chehlum, Hussaini Sahib came to
Canada with his wife, 4 sisters and aunt. Coming to Canada, he fulfilled the
responsibility of the whole family well and happily. He purchased the house
in 1977, known throughout Toronto as Bab Al-Hawaij Qadeemi Imambar-
gha. He dedicated the lowest part of the house to the Imam Bargha and

this azadari has been going on in this Imam Bargha for 45 years. The entire
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cost of this mourning was borne by Hussaini Sahib himself. Earlier, regular
mourning was held here for two months and eight days. The reason for this
is another Imam Bargha did not come into existence at the time. This Imam
Bargha has the honor of being the first Imam Bargha of Canada. Later, other
Imambarghas came into being due to some of it being traditional politics but
also due to the large number of momineen, The assembly was also divided.
For this reason, the azadari period at the Imambargha was reduced from two
months, eight days to a shorter one from the first Muharram to the 12th day,
all the shahadaths, Chehlum days, and mourning days in Rabi ul Awwal.
Hussaini Sahib always stayed away from politics and always said that there

is no room for politics on the farsh of azadari. He continued his mourning
regardless of whether the momineen were more or less. He always laid the
farsh of aza with true sincerity. He always used to say that “I lay the farsh of
mourning (aza dari) for only Maula”

Here ,I think it is necessary to mention Hussaini Sahib’s life companion
Syeda Shamshad Fatima. Shamshad Fatima’s father’s name was Syed Shu-
jaat Ali and her mother’s name was Zebun Nisa Begum. She was born in
Lucknow, India. She also belonged to a Nawab family. May God keep his
protection over their children. Amen. Her father was a poet of Ahl al-Bayt
and an azadar. He also recited nohas and marsiyas and had a beautiful voice.
He was someone with a big heart and always helped the poor and did other
charitable work. Her brother Mahmood Abbas is also living in Toronto. He
is married to Hussaini Sahib’s younger sister. The annual shab-e-dari started
at his home, founded by Sachey Bhai, and the event is popular throughout
North America. Every year, Sachey Bhai’s son Ali Rizvi comes to Toronto to
recite noha khani in tradition to his father. Shamshad Fatima had invited her
mother and brother to Canada. They are three sisters and two brothers. One
sister has died, another is living in Canada and one brother is living in India.
Shamshad Fatima’s mother helped raise Hussaini Sahib. Shamshad Fatima

is the cousin of Hussaini Sahib. She was married on the telephone in 1973
and left in late to Pakistan in 1976. Seven or eight months after the marriage,
Shamshad came to Canada with Hussaini Sahib in 1977. Due to her belong-
ing to an azadar family and the fact that they too held majalis, Shamshad
Fatima has been a believer and azadar from the very beginning. Along with
Hussaini Sahib, she is at the forefront of all azadari activities and being
shoulder to shoulder with Hussaini Bhai. Preparing the Niaz of each Majlis
with her own hands for approximately 200 people everyday. Decorating the
Imam Bargha, cleaning, washing large pots, which is a big task on a daily
basis. Shamshad Fatima always performed these matters as worship. Which
is very difficult to put into words. Her mother-in-law, mother, and aunt
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lived with them. And the three of them were real sisters. Hussaini Sahib’s
mother and aunt had brought the qadeemi imambargha shrine and alams
with them from India. The work of the alams, patkay and sequence work
was all created by the hands of Hussaini Sahib’s mother and aunt. In 1999,

a day before the 19 Safar Chehlum Majlis, a dangerous storm came and the
snow on the roads and trees froze like glass. On this basis, all the institutions
and or imambarghas canceled the majalis of Chehlum. Hussaini Sahib had
decided that we would not cancel the majalis of Chehlum. In the evening,
the light went out and the whole area was plunged into darkness. The couple
spent the night in a double blanket in the bitter cold. The family also offered
for them to go to their house. They insisted and said you don’t have any heat
at the moment, but the couple still stayed in Imam Bargha. They both stayed
up all night praying for a meeting and spent the whole night in darkness.
But the light did not come until morning and as soon as it did, Shamshad
Fatima managed to cook Niaz on the gas stove. Suddenly, the light came on
and both of them prostrated and thanked Allah. Niaz was also ready. They
say that there was so much rush in the gathering of Chehlum that they were
also surprised. There was such a rush. The special thing was that there was
no light anywhere in the whole neighborhood except this Imambargha. The
momineen were also very surprised. Maula’s Chehlum Majlis was held in a
wonderful manner. Qiblah Sakhawat Hussain Sunderulvi is also a witness

to this. Then a miracle also took place in the same assembly. A special sheet
was used for the thabooth which was spread on the ground and the tha-
booth was placed on the sheet every year. But at the insistence of a momina,
the thaboot was placed on another sheet. And the old sheet was put on the
swing (relic) in the azakhana. When Akhtar Asif Zaidi’s daughter Zainab
went to visit the azakhana, what she saw was that the chador had turned
completely red. Everyone cried a lot during the ziyarat. And many miracles
are associated with this miraculous Imam Bargha but this sheet has been
placed in a frame for safekeeping. Well, people are no longer convinced of
miracles. There are very few people left whose faith is still strong in believing
this types of unexplained phenomenas. This is my personal opinion, not
everyone has to agree with it.

BRIEF INTRODUCTION
OF CHILDREN AND
BUSINESS BACKGROUND

Asalmualaikum Momineen

I would like to make a brief introduction of Hussaini Sahib’s sisters. Hussaini
Sahib had six sisters. The two older sisters lived in England. One of the sis-
ters died a week before Hussaini Sahib’s death. Four sisters lived in Canada.
One of the sisters died six years ago. Four sisters are older than Hussaini
Sahib and two sisters are younger. The eldest sister is still alive in England.
Remaining brother-in-laws are Jaffer Khan, Akhtar Asif Zaidi, Mahmood
Abbas and Musa Raza. Mashaallah he was one of 8 siblings.

Hussaini Sahib has two daughters named Aliya Fatima and Rabab Fatima.
Aliya Fatima is the spouse of Dr. Yaseen Moosvi, who lives in Alberta. Rab-
bab Fatima is the spouse of Dr. Asad Rafiq and lives in Chicago. Mashaal-
lah, both sons-in-law are doctors and are in the service of humanity. The
role of these two sisters has always been prominent in this azadari. Helping
their mother and fulfilling other responsibilities in an efficient manner is
the result of Shamshad Fatima’s impeccable training. Now both of them are
away and managing their own responsibilities of their own homes. I wanted
to share a special incident with you, I heard that the two sisters must have
been seven and eight years old at the time. Both sisters were cleaning the
aza khana. The main gate of the house doorbell rang. At that time, ironically
Shamshad Fatima had gone to a women’s day majlis. Hussaini Sahib and

his sons were not at home. Only their grand mother and Great Aunt were
home. The girls answered the door and saw two women standing in black
burqas. One of the women said that she wanted to do ziyarat of the Imam
Bargha. This wasn’t an unusual request as Momineen used to come to visit
Imam Bargha randomly for their hajaat. It was a daily routine in Muharram.
The two women were let in and they went to the aza khana. Before enter-
ing the aza khana, the two ladies gave prayer to the girls and said that they
were very pleased with them and they were doing a good job. The girls
acknowledged their praise and continued to get busy with their work and
continued to clean. After about half an hour, the girls realized that the two
women had not come out yet and no sound was coming for the room. They
went to check up on them and then noticed no one was in the room but a
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special fragrance left behind. Logistically, the only way out was through the
main gate from where the two women entered and the door that leads to the
Gents’ entrance had a pad lock on it from the inside. More such incidents
have taken place with this family similar to these unexplained events. This
proves that this aza khana is very important in the eyes of the Masoomeen
A.S. Hussaini Sahib’s eldest son’s name is Igbal Hussain. He was born in
1977. Igbal Hussain has been trained in the same atmosphere of azadari at
home since childhood. He spent a great deal of time with the great scholars
that have visited. He also served them and gained knowledge from them.
Hussaini Sahib had handed over all the responsibilities to Igbal Hussain even
before his death. In his special place where Hussaini Sahib used to sit and
perform the duties of the Majlis, he started to put Igbal in his place and have
him sit in his spot. Inviting the momineen and arranging the reciters are all
part of Igbal’s responsibilities. Hussaini Sahib was satisfied in his own life
that this tradition will not stop after him. He himself also has been reciting
noha khani and salaam from a very young age. He is a very noble azadar and
a very loving person. If I say that Iqbal is a true reflection of Hussaini Sahib.
Hussaini Sahib had transferred all his leadership to Igbal in his lifetime.
Igbal is doing all this well. Igbal’s spouse’s name is Insia Moosavi. She is

the daughter of Farhat Moosavi who is the banee of Passmore Husainiyah
Imambargha. Igbal’s younger brother Asad Hussain is also following in his
brother’s footsteps. And they are always at the forefront of the azadari. He is
a very sociable and friendly person. Mashaallah he is married and his wife’s
name is Saida Fatima.

Hussaini Sahib had a heartfelt desire to build and expand the azakhana

in his life. The construction of the Imam Bargha was necessary to further
strengthen and revitalize the building. In 2017 or 2018 I don’t remem-

ber exactly, when I went to Imam Bargha, Hussaini Sahib was very happy
that he had approved the permit from the city. And God willing, they are
planning to start construction soon. The contract was signed with the
construction company in Muharram 2019 and the construction was to start
from 28th Safar. But sadly, Hussaini Sahib passed away on the 12th of Safar.
Mashallah, the construction work of Imam Bargha has started from 28th
Safar. The construction deadline was set for July 2020. But construction was
halted due to some technical issues and due to the Corona virus epidemic.
Construction has resumed three weeks ago. Every effort is being made by
Igbal to enable Imam Bargha to hold majalis this Muharram 2020.

Let me finish this article by talking about Hussaini Sahib’s business life and
more about his personality, although I am still ashamed that I have not been
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able to write about more of his philanthropy. But I hope Hussaini Sahib will
pray for me to be able to do that at some point. Hussaini Sahib ran a garment
business with his elder brother from 1977 to mid-1990. Due to free trade in
1990, the economy was severely affected and the business was greatly affect-
ed. Due to his wise decision, he changed over the business and started the
business of import and export. After his retirement, Iqbal Hussain started
taking care of his parents and is still doing so and is doing business himself
at a successful level.

THE COMPASSIONATE AZADAR

Asalmualaikum Momineen

Hussaini Sahib had leadership qualities since childhood. He was a very
supportive person and aided momineen who migrated from India and
Pakistan to Canada. Those who did not have money were kept in his home
for months and the rooms of his children were offered to the momineen
regardless of the loss of comfort to themselves in their own home. I don't
think anyone can do that. I think he was an Angel in human form. The
saying goes” What has come from Allah must return to Allah”. Toronto
momineen have lost a great sympathizer and a great azadar. A great bless-
ing has been taken away from us by God. He acted as a shade of trees and a
hand of protection for our community. He used to help the momineen with
money as well as arrange their accommodation and jobs. Only a great man
can solve the personal problems of the people and appease them. After his
death, many believers told Iqgbal Hussain about the kindness that Hussaini
Sahib had given them in bad times. He used to hold majalis to increase the
mourning among the children. The special interest of the children due to
which they used to recite nohas and do matam with enthusiasm was the best
blessing. Thabaruk were also given out according to the children’s preferenc-
es. Protecting children from Canada’s bad environment which was one of his
special plans.

Who cares about anyone else’s children these days? But yet he did and
played a father figure role. Children were also very polite to him. Rather,
they wished to speak to him without any fear or apprehension. The chil-
dren’s attachment to him is also an indication that he was a great man. The
seeds he planted has become a tense tree today. And it’s sweet fruit is giving
Toronto momineen a lot of energy. Being from a learned family, he had the
status of a scholar but never wore a robe or an imamah. Many momineen in
Toronto have witnessed him recite majalis on occasions. On one occasion
when Maulana could not reach the majalis of Sultan Bahadur Sahib, Hus-
saini Sahib addressed the majalis and recited the hadees. One can guess how
knowledgeable he was. Often when the Khatib was misread, he would per-
suade the Khatib after reasoned arguments. Khatibs also loved him dearly
and used to correct scientific errors on his point of view. Hussaini Sahib had
ample access to history. Additionally he founded the Imam Reza Medressah
in Najaf Iraq which has been running and operated by him and now Igbal is
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ensuring its running costs and upkeep are maintained. It houses and offers
classes to almost 16-18 students from the India, Pakistan region. There
living expenses are maintained and includes their room and lodging.

In 1985 For the first time, he had the pleasure of performing Hajj with his
sister and brother. In 1988, for the first time, the whole family and other
momineen were taken by him on a pilgrimage to Iran, Iraq and Saudi Ara-
bia. When it became a system, regular pilgrimages began to take place. The
purpose of taking the caravan was not to make money, whatever was in short
supply was taken care of by Hussaini Sahib. The momineen used to go with
him with great enthusiasm. And on their return, they sang praises of service
and kindness by him on the trip. I have also heard a lot of praise for Hussaini
Sahib from other momineen. Even in the time of the accursed Saddam, he
carried caravans and made pilgrimages easily due to his special influence.

As you know how difficult it was to visit. For the past 13 years, he has taken
caravans and pilgrims to Iraq, Iran and Syria.

Shamshad Fatima’s news of cancer affected him a lot. He loved Shamshad
Fatima immensely and they always lived together. He used to tell her “that

I could not bear your separation” On his return from Babulhawaij, he got
stomach ache and was admitted to the hospital and due to a misdiagnosis
and failure in the operation, on October 11, 2019, this great being was sep-
arated from us forever. It was the day of Bibi Sakina’s martyrdom. Immedi-
ately after his burial, Bibi Sakina’s thaboot majalis was to be carried out in
the Imambarhga. You momineen can imagine how great a person he was.
The whole of Toronto was in mourning that day. About 2,000 people attend-
ed the funeral. Even more were in the soyoum majalis. His close friends, the
ulema and the young generation, expressed their feelings and paid tribute
to him. Hussaini Sahib’s kindness and favours can never be paid back by the
community. May God raise the ranks of Qasim Hussain Khan in the pro-
mixity of Prophet Muhammad and the family of Muhammad A.S and grant
him a special place in the tide of the Masoomeen. Ameen. I would request
the momineen to call Igbal by the name of Igbal Hussaini from today as a
reverence and remembrance of his father.

Hussaini Sahib’s brother-in-law, the poet Ahl-e-Bayt, Mr. Akhtar Asif Zaidj,
on the occasion of his 40th chehlum, presented his love to him in the form
of a poem which he has given as a reward for inclusion in this article at my
request. I have included that in the urdu section of this article.
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Finally, I would like to send my salutations to you Qasim Hussain Khan.
